In order to carry out the construction of Enterprise Way, whilst
keeping traffic and disturbance to a minimum, certain measures
have been put into place to manage impact where possible.

Where traffic disruption is unavoidable, a detailed traffic
management plan is being implemented to provide relief. This will
include the occasional use of temporary traffic lights and diversions.
In addition, a limited amount of night working is also being planned,
which allows for an increase in the work that can be completed each
day, reducing the total period of time that disruption occurs.

Airport City Bridge
Pedestrian and Cyclist

As part of the wider Airport City development, a £6m pedestrian and
cyclist bridge will be constructed to provide enhanced connectivity to
both sides of the M56.
